Typically students will take the Summit Course in their Junior 

year.A Civic Engagement course is one in which students are introduced to the 

concepts, practices, and obligations of our civic and economic processes 

and their effects on humanity. These courses empower students to be 

engaged and informed citizens in a democratic society.

Course 1: The Liberal Arts Path at Simpson

EXPEDITION COURE MENU

An Artistic Expressions course examines the incredible creativity of 

humanity as they respond to the challenges, pains, and triumphs of life 

through artistic mediums and language. The following courses achieve this.

A Science and Society course is one in which students explore the manifold 

wonder of the created order and gain a better appreciation for the 

complexity of the earth and the interconnectedness of all that dwells in it. 

These courses provide an introduction to the natural and social sciences and 

offer an overview of a given field and its skills.  

Courses 5-7: Biblical & Christian Worldview

An Adventure Recreation course is one in which students either engage in 

physical activity and/or enter into the natural world and learn how to be 

healthy and whole individuals in both mind and body. The following courses 

achieve this.A Cultural Perspectives course explores the cultural diversity of the world and 

teaches students to appreciate and value all individuals as bearers of the image 

of God.
